PROPOSED/AMENDED RULE SUMMARY: 

The proposed rules implement the provisions of House Bill 3233 by establishing common definitions and guiding principles. The rules were previously adopted by the board at temporary rules.
BACKGROUND: 
In 2013, under the leadership of Governor John Kitzhaber, the Oregon Education Investment Board proposed key strategic investments to support Oregon’s attainment of 40/40/20.  Key to this work is a revitalization of the education profession and the establishment of a Network of Quality Teaching and Learning. Conceptualized and passed by legislature in HB 3233, the Network provides funding for a comprehensive system of support for educators that creates a culture of leadership, professionalism, continuous improvement and excellence for teachers and leaders across the P-20 system.  
The network includes the Oregon Education Investment Board, Department of Education and public and private entities that will receive funding through the network. The network has three purposes:

1. Enhance a culture of leadership and collaborative responsibility for advancing the profession of teaching.

2. Strengthen and enhance existing evidence-based practices that improve student achievement. These include:

· The beginning teacher and administrator mentoring program (ORS 329.788 to 329.820)

· Oregon Educator Professional Development Commission and public website devoted to disseminating best practices (ORS 329.822 and 329.824) 

· School district collaboration grant (ORS 329.838)

· Minority Teacher Act (ORS 342.433 to 342.449)

· Accountability for Schools for the 21st Century Law which include the core educator standards (ORS 342.805 to 342.937) 

3. Improve recruitment, preparation, induction, career advancement opportunities and support of educators.

OEIB duties

The role of the OEIB in the network is to support it by:

· Conducting and coordinating research to determine best practices and evidence-based models

· Work with educator preparation programs to ensure ongoing collaboration with education providers

· Support the programs that help achieve the goal of the Minority Teacher Act of 1991

· Creating and supporting a statewide plan for increasing the successful recruitment of high ability and culturally diverse educator candidates to work in high-need communities and fields.

The OEIB is also charged with developing processes to establish the network and ensuring the accountability of the network.

Department of Education duties

The Department is directed to support the network by:

· Developing a system that ensures statewide dissemination of best practices and evidence based models.

· Supporting the development and implementation of standards based curriculum, high leverage practices and assessments that promote student learning and improve outcomes for students learning English as a second language and ELL students and student with disabilities. This includes training educators on the implementation of a new statewide assessment and implementation of the Common Core State Standards.

· Administering the distribution of funding for various purposes specified in the bill.

State Board of Education duties

The board is to adopt rules as necessary to support the network and the duties assigned to the Department of Education. 

The rules establish common definitions to be used in the grant programs established as part of the network. The rules also incorporate the equity lens adopted by the Oregon Education Investment Board and direct the Department of Education to apply the Equity Lens when determining resource allocation and awarding grants and contracts.
The rules are being adopted as temporary rules to establish the guiding principles to be applied to grants and contracts which will be administered in the next couple of months. 

The rules were open for comments and the Department of Education conducted a hearing. No comments were received at the hearing. Although the Department has received general comments from the Equity Subcommittee of the OEIB that they were pleased that the Equity Lens was being incorporated into the rules.

NETWORK OF QUALITY TEACHING AND LEARNING

Guiding Principles

581-018-0005 Definitions

The following definitions apply to Oregon Administrative Rules in Division 18, chapter 581 that implement the Network of Quality Teaching and Learning:

(1) “40-40-20 goal” means the mission of Oregon’s education system as described in ORS 351.009

(2) “Achievement gap” means the research based gap in achievement that often exists between students who are economically disadvantaged, students learning English as a second language,  African American, Hispanic or Native American and their peers.

(3) “Network” means the Network of Quality Teaching and Learning established by chapter 661, Oregon Law 2013 (Enrolled House Bill 3233).

(4) “Students who are economically disadvantaged” means students who are eligible for free or reduced price school meals.

581-018-0010 Equity Lens

(1) The Department of Education will apply the Equity Lens adopted by the Oregon Education Investment Board when administering the network including when determining resource allocation and awarding grants and contracts. 

(2) Specifically the Department shall consider the following:

(a) Who are the racial or ethnic and underserved groups affected? What is the potential impact of the resource allocation and grant or contract award to these groups? 
(b)  Does the decision being made ignore or worsen existing disparities or produce other unintended consequences? What is the impact on eliminating the opportunity gap? 
(c) How does the resource allocation or grant or contract award advance the 40-40-20 goal? 
(d) What are the barriers to more equitable outcomes? (e.g. mandated, political, emotional, financial, programmatic or managerial) 
(e) How has the Department intentionally involved stakeholders who are also members of the communities affected by the resource allocation or grant or contract? How does the Department validate its assessment in paragraphs (a), (b) and (c) of this subsection? 
(f) How will the Department modify or enhance the grant or contract to ensure each learner and communities’ individual and cultural needs are met? 
(g) How is the Department collecting data on race, ethnicity, and native language relating to the grants and contracts? 
(h) What is the Department’s commitment to P-20 professional learning for equity? What resources is the Department allocating for training in cultural responsive instruction?
