ISSUE BEFORE THE BOARD: 

Update on the District Continuous Improvement Plan (CIP) process and submission plan.
BACKGROUND:

· The current Continuous Improvement Process requires that all Oregon school districts submit a plan on an every-other-year schedule, per ORS 329.095. The US Department of Education expects that school districts submit annual plans in which the district addresses compliance with multiple programs called for by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).

· In an effort to reduce the compliance and time demands of an every-other-year plan, ODE staff is proposing that Oregon school districts submit a full report only once every three years.  In a school district’s non-submission years, they would only need to update their plan if they have made or are making substantial changes in already approved programs, staffing patterns, severe financial exigency, or in response to direction from ODE because of declining student achievement or violations of state statutes or administrative rules.

· In the off-submission years, districts would report that the they have made no substantial changes by responding to a prompt in the Indistar system indicating no change. This strategy would relieve districts of the burden of yearly or every-other-year reporting to allow more focus on the actual implementation of previously adopted and approved plans

· ODE is creating a cross-office planning team to identify the legal and required expectations of the CIP including  self-assessment, planning, and reporting required by federal (ESEA) and state statutes (329.095). The goal is reduce the time demands of the CIP reporting process to an every three year focus on the most critical components of student achievement and state and federal requirements needed to comply with appropriate expenditure of funds. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

ODE is recommending that Oregon school districts submit a Continuous Improvement Plan once every three years and acknowledge in the off-years that there have been no substantial changes in the district’s planning and implementation efforts.

POLICY QUESTIONS:  
· Should districts be required to develop continuous improvement plans to meet federal and state statutory requirements more frequently than once every three years?
STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 
· ODE supports the plan to require district continuous improvement self-evaluations and plans every three years with the submission of acknowledgement that there are no substantial changes and the current plan is active.
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
