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ISSUE BEFORE THE BOARD: 
To present the State Board of Education an informational update regarding the final Essential Skills report for the 2008-09 cohort (Class of 2012).
BACKGROUND: 
The 2008-2009 cohort was the first group of students to be held accountable for demonstrating proficiency in the Essential Skill of Reading as part of their graduation requirements in order to earn a regular or modified diploma.  The State Board of Education has approved three assessment options for students to demonstrate their Essential Skills proficiencies: statewide assessment (OAKS), local performance assessments (work samples), and other standardized tests.
In this briefing, ODE staff will provide information regarding the sources of evidence used by students to meet the Essential Skill of Reading (as reported and validated by districts), to include counts and percentages at the state level, disaggregated by subgroup.  In addition, this briefing will provide a state level comparison of the sources of evidence, also disaggregated by subgroup.
