ISSUE BEFORE THE BOARD: Adoption of the March 6-7, 2014 minutes.

BACKGROUND: The State Board of Education is a public governing body, and as such, its meetings must comply with the provisions of ORS chapter 192, Records, Public Reports, Public Meetings. 

192.650 Recording or written minutes required; content; fees. (1) The governing body of a public body shall provide for the sound, video or digital recording or the taking of written minutes of all its meetings. Neither a full transcript nor a full recording of the meeting is required, except as otherwise provided by law, but the written minutes or recording must give a true reflection of the matters discussed at the meeting and the views of the participants. All minutes or recordings shall be available to the public within a reasonable time after the meeting, and shall include at least the following information:

      (a) All members of the governing body present;

      (b) All motions, proposals, resolutions, orders, ordinances and measures proposed and their disposition;

      (c) The results of all votes and, except for public bodies consisting of more than 25 members unless requested by a member of that body, the vote of each member by name;

      (d) The substance of any discussion on any matter; and

      (e) Subject to ORS 192.410 to 192.505 relating to public records, a reference to any document discussed at the meeting.

Minutes of the State Board meetings shall be written in compliance with Oregon Revised Statutes and give a true reflection on the matters discussed at the meeting. They shall contain brief statements on important points made by Board members and participants and include all motions, proposals, resolutions, orders, ordinances and measures proposed and actions taken.  

As a cost-cutting measure, minutes content will be reduced and can used as a guide to the video.

Mary Whitmore

Retired bilingual teacher from Forest Grove.  In Forest Grove  2/3 of third graders in three schools failed reading and 40% of juniors failed writing.  Education week reported Oregon 46th in the nation for student achievement.  America is 22nd in the world in literacy. There is a way out of this. Oregon state should be model for reaching satisfactory literacy. Explicit phonics is an established program and is free  with low cost teacher training.  

In favor of kindergarten readiness assessment.  Results in forest grove were very poor.  There is no post assessment at the end of kindergarten.  Disappointed because a post assessment would show that schools using explicit phonics would show much higher gains.

Eagle Charter School parent.  Testified support for school.  Shared son’s success at Eagle.  Asked board to please recognize the social and emotional growth of students at Eagle. It is not just about test success. 

Christa Patton

Eagle Charter School parent.  Been with Eagle since the beginning.  Microsociety program is amazing.  Her children have blossomed at Eagle.  They look forward to community projects and have experienced real world situations.  Eagle has built a strong community among its students.  Eagle is a young school.  The test scores alone do not reflect what is happening at Eagle.

Martinez: We have access to internal expertise when needed.  Does this advisor position need to encompass that? Or should we look to a candidate with an external viewpoint.

CCWD Legislative Report

· HB4018 – Moves CCWD into HECC and establishes a taskforce on integrating CCWD into HECC.  

· HB 4116 – Appropriates money to CCWD to administer grant program to serve low income and first-generation college bound students.

· SB 1524 – Establishes taskforce to examine the possibility of two years of free community college. 

· SB 1566 – Workforce redesign.  Awaiting Governor’s signature.  

· HB 4019 – Moved requirement for fact sheet to time of application rather than tie of enrollment.

· HB 4058 – Re apprenticeship as being part of the middle 40 in the 40-40-20 goal. 

· HB 4012 – Bill died.

Discussion whether HB 4116 grants could include money to high school counselors to help students develop college readiness skills and mindset. Importance of high school counselors to helping students set themselves up for success in college. 

ODE Legislative Update

McComb shared draft Enacted legislation Report. 

· HB 4007 – Clarified interdistrict transfer rules.

· HB 4008 – Gives the youth corrections and juvenile detention programs ability to used extended ADMw.

· HB 4009 – Students at Providence Child Care Center now the responsibility of ODE.  ODE will contract with Portland to ensure continuity of services.   

· HB 4058 – adding apprenticeship programs to middle 40

· HB 4087 – Creates taskforce to look at how law enforcement can have floor plans of school buiildings

· HB 4090 – Nutrition bill that should expand food programs around the state. 

· HB 4117 – expands

· HB 4150 – clarified proficiency bill (HB 2220) from 2011

· HB 1506 – makes Oregon part of interstate compact for  military children

· SB 1509 – mascot bill. Will cover this separately.

· SB 1524 – Creates taskforce to examine viability of free two years of community college

· SB 1525 – mostly a higher ed bill.  Extends the life of an ESD workgroup. 

· ODE, ELD and YDD reported to legislature on progress on legislation from 2013. 

McComb handed out mascot bill.  Explained bill allows local school boards to enter into agreement with one of nine tribes in Oregon for use of mascot.  State Board of Education will need to draft rules. 

Tillamook Bay Community College Independent Accreditation Status

Juarez shared background of effort to obtain accreditation and statement from the Accreditation Commission. 

Henry congratulated Community College on effort in achieving accreditation.  

MOTION: Henry moved to send letter of congratulations to Board and administration.

Hummelbaugh provided some background and then shared handout on Workforce Systems Innovation Strategies. 

Hamilton gave context on importance of workforce programs. 

GED Audit Workplan

Hamilton framed issue.  Shared CCWDs response to each of the 6 recommendations coming out of the Secretary of State audit.  

Discussion around need for continued focus on Oregon specific data regarding trajectory of those who receive the GED. 

Martinez requested timeline for audit workplan.

Alonso Leon explained changes to rules. Hamilton provided some background context for the changes. Discussion around practical impact of rule change.  

MOTION: Veliz moved to adopt temporary rules OAR 589-006-0050 and 589-006-0150. Martinez seconded. 

VOTE: passed 6-0

Charter School Sub-Committee Report

Margaret Bates, ODE

Hunt provided background and context.  Walked board through the staff recommendation and necessity for two votes – one vote on renewal and one vote on conditions to be included in new charter.  

Discussion around how a small population school will have to move a smaller number of kids up in order to meet goal.  Martinez concerned that 10% growth is nonlinear, and with smaller numbers you have more volatility, sets a very challenging bar, and questioned whether the board wants to do that.  

Discussion around use of EasyCBM as a tracking tool. 

Hunt and bates explained ODE will provide technical assistance and ODE has linked Eagle Charter Director with Director of higher performing state sponsored charter to provide additional assistance. 

Negotiated charter will come before board for first reading and second reading/adoption. 

RECCOMENDATION 1: Sub-Committee recommended board renew Charter  for Eagle Charter School.

VOTE: passed 6-0 

RECOMMENDATION 2: Sub-Committee recommended board direct ODE to negotiate Charter that includes the proposed terms set forth in the staff recommendation. 

VOTE: passed 6-0
