ISSUE BEFORE THE BOARD: Whether the State Board of Education (SBE) should formalize the charter school conversation/discussion at the April 25, 2013 State Board Retreat.
BACKGROUND:
Prior to the State Board Retreat (4/25/13), Samuel Henry suggested the board discuss the time efficiency of perhaps a subcommittee to consider some of the charter school topics that come before the board.  A document was provided at the State Board Retreat delineating the SBE’s responsibilities as described in Law, Rule, SBE Policy and SBE practice.  The document also included chronological descriptions of charter school topics from January 2012 – April 2013 that came before the SBE.

The discussion at the retreat focused on forming a subcommittee to consider charter school topics in lieu of time on the SBE agenda, and subsequently providing a recommendation of action to the full board.  The attached document formalizes the discussion and is presented for action.
POLICY QUESTIONS:  What will be the operating procedures of the subcommittee?  Will the subcommittee members need to be unanimous in a recommendation to bring something to the board?  What happens if the subcommittee is not all in agreement?
