ISSUE BEFORE THE BOARD:  Springfield School District has submitted a revised supplemental plan for approval.
BACKGROUND: ORS 327.006 includes supplemental plans approved by the State Board of Education as part of “Approved Transportation Costs”.  Also, ORS 327.043 requires districts to provide transportation to students identified in a supplemental plan approved by the State Board of Education.
Springfield School District’s original supplemental plan was approved in November 1992.  Since then, Springfield has closed nine school sights, opened six others, and have changed the attendance boundries several times.
This supplemental plan would replace the 1992 plan, and update it for the changes made since that time.  It will allow for the proper reiumbursement for 446 students who are currently provided service because of local hazard conditions, and eliminate transportation for 269 students because hazard conditions have been corrected since 1992.

A hard copy of the supplemental plan has been provided.  It is a spiral bound book that is more than 50 pages.
