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Read this fifth-grade EL student’s writing and the rationales for placement on the DLLP.  Then discuss what next instructional steps you would take, if you were this student’s teacher
First I will teach you how to clean your teeth.  1. Wet the tooth brush, 2. Put the tooth paste on the tooth brush, 3. Wet the tooth paste, 4. Brush your teeth 2 minutes, 5. [when] your [=you are] done spit the water, 6. rinse your mouth and wet your tooth brush.  You have to clean your teeth because you don’t want cavity, tooth pain or food in your teeth stuck.  So it is important to brush your teeth [in order for them] to be clean. Brush your teeth everyday.


Sophistication of Topic Vocabulary - Controlled: variety of core or essential topic vocabulary as well as a wide range of related vocabulary, and a technical term (“cavity”).
Sophistication of Sentence Structure – Developing: used 2-3 complex structures, several grammatically incorrect or incomplete attempts (“it is important to brush your teeth to be clean” - a run-on sentence without inserting “in order for them” before “to be clean”).
Coherence/Cohesion - Emerging: the coherence is maintained by the enumeration and logical order, only used one transition word at the very start and omits other useful transition words along the way (“Then wet the toothpaste” or “Finally, rise your mouth”). No evidence of cohesive devices such as pronouns replacing full nouns, for example, using “them” for “teeth” to effectively tie established referents to later referents of the same thing. 

What next instructional steps would you plan for this student?
