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What are Students Asked to Share?

Four Core Domains (asked on all surveys)

® Access to Learning Resources - Students’ access
to technology and other educational tools,
materials, or supports.

® Opportunity to Learn - Students’ learning
experiences within the classroom in
relation to specific content areas.

e Self -Efficacy Beliefs - Students’ sense
of confidence in their academic skills
and abilities.

e Sense of Belonging - How students feel
welcomed, valued, cared for, and respected at
school.

Additional Domains (asked on some grade level surveys)
e Well-Rounded Education - Students’ access to
classes from a wide variety of disciplines as
well as classes that are interesting to them.

e Career Connected Learning - How students
have been taught about future careers and
the opportunities they have been given to
explore and prepare for their future career.

e Extracurricular Engagement - Students’
participation in extracurriculars and the
extracurricular opportunities available to
them.

® Post-Graduation Planning - Students’
educational, career, and other life plans after
graduation.
