Forming a Question or Hypothesis
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A testable question or hypothesis is formed that can be used to guide the design of a scientific investigation.


Observations and relevant scientific principles are used to frame an investigation.

Designing an Investigation
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A practical plan is designed that includes relevant tools and procedures for an investigation that addresses the question.




A logical procedure is described for collecting appropriate data.


Presents a plan and procedure incorporating multiple trials or observations.
 Collecting and Presenting Data
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An appropriate data collection method is designed using multiple trials and/or observations.

Data or observations are collected and recorded that are generally consistent with the planned procedure.

Original data is transferred into a useful format for analysis (e.g., graphs, tables, diagrams, averages, percentages).

Analyzing and Interpreting Results
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Data or observations to support a reasonable explanation of results are used.

A conclusion is stated which discusses some variables, errors, limitations, patterns in the data, or possible explanations for results.


Clearly communicates the relationship of the results to the original question or hypothesis.

Raters may mark the boxes and circle specific words to explain reasons for the current scores.
