[image: ]The CTE Without Limits Advisory Committee unites state agencies and community partners to focus on youth corrections, tribal advocacy, small/rural schools, online CTE, alternative education, and the Oregon School for the Deaf, addressing barriers, promoting flexible policies, and closing equity gaps in CTE programming.

[image: ]A new virtual CTE pathway partnership offers Computer Science and Veterinary Science programs, with a three-year commitment improving completion rates and positive community feedback. ESSER III-funded CCL summer camps addressed local needs, covering healthcare, animal science, marine biology, trades, and public safety, to boost student engagement and career exploration.

A community college expanded its Perkins-eligible CTE programs by 10%, offering remote, online, and hybrid classes. It also provides stackable Career Pathways Certificates, giving students entry-level skills while pursuing their degrees.
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
