Summary of 2008-09 NCES Graduation and Dropout Rates

In the past, Oregon’s graduation rate calculations were based on the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) formula.  The federally approved NCES rate was calculated by dividing the number of graduates with a regular diploma that year by the sum of the number of graduates with a regular diploma and the number of students who dropped out that year, grades 9-12.
