Full Educational Opportunity Goal (FEOG)
I. Full Educational Opportunity Goal
This is a State, rather than a district, requirement. Oregon provides the following assurance to the U.S. Department of Education (USDOE), Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) in conjunction with the annual federal application for funds under IDEA, Part B. 
IDEA-B Assurance 2:

“The State has established a goal of providing a full educational opportunity to all children with disabilities and a detailed timetable for accomplishing that goal.”

(20 U.S.C. 1412(a)(2); 34 CFR §§300.109-300.110)
II. Explanation:

A. Oregon law currently requires a free appropriate public education (FAPE) for all children with disabilities, ages 3 to the end of the school year in which they reach the age of 21. By 2014, Oregon has a goal of providing FAPE to all children birth through age 21. To do this, ODE will need to seek statutory authority to extend the provision of FAPE to children with disabilities age:

1. From birth to 3; and,

2. From the end of the school year in which students reach twenty-one through age 21.
B. ODE ensures that each district takes steps to ensure that its children with disabilities have available to them the variety of educational programs and services available to nondisabled children in the area served by the agency. See Section 2, Free Appropriate Public Education.
