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The goal of the Migrant Education Program (Title I, Part C) is to ensure that all migratory children reach challenging academic standards and graduate with a high school diploma (or complete a HSED) that prepares them for responsible citizenship, further learning, and productive employment.

Funds support high quality education programs for migratory children and help ensure that migratory children who move among the States are not penalized by disparities among States in curriculum, graduation requirements, and challenging State academic standards. Funds also ensure that migratory children not only are provided with appropriate education services that address their unique needs but also that such children receive full and appropriate opportunities to meet the same challenging State academic standards that all children are expected to meet. Federal funds are allocated by formula to State educational agencies (SEAs), based on each state’s per pupil expenditure for education and counts of eligible migratory children, age 3 through 21, residing within the state.

Districts seeking to be a subgrantee of Title I-C funds for a program/project to serve eligible migrant students must ensure the following:  that migratory students will have access to the same basic educational services available to non-migratory students in the district, and that Title I-C funds will be used to provide supplemental services, and not supplant other funding sources, to address the special educational needs of migratory students that result from the effects of their migratory life-style or are needed to permit migratory children to participate effectively in school and that are not addressed by services provided under other programs including those under Title I-A.

Please note that these allocations are not final and should be used to cautiously guide planning for the upcoming school year. Additionally, there are several factors that impact district level allocations. Preliminary allocations are based on the U.S. Department of Education’s budget and allocated to states and districts based in part on census information.  As a result, small corrections to this nationwide data may result in changes to your district’s allocation for SY 2026-27. The Federal Systems at ODE expects to receive final allocations in July of this year.
