FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS


The following federal requirements govern the provision of federally funded services by the public school district to private schools:

 The public school district must annually offer federally funded services to private school children but the private school may decline all or some services.
 Federally funded services are provided to individual eligible students, rather than the general needs of children in the private school.
 Federally funded services provided by the school district are totally separate from the private
school’s general educational program and are under the sole control of the school district.
 Services are offered by the school district on an equitable basis to private school students, are
comparable to services offered to public school students, and shall be secular, neutral, and nonideological.
 The school district maintains ownership of and continuing administrative control of all, if any,
equipment and supplies acquired with federal funds.
 Such equipment and supplies are to be used for federal program purposes and will be removed by the district when they are no longer needed for those purposes or if removal is necessary to avoid unauthorized use.
 Federal funds may not be used for any repairs, remodeling, or construction in any private school facility.
 Private school teachers who have eligible children in their classes are allowed to participate in the school district’s federally funded professional development program.
 Parents of eligible private school students are allowed to participate in school district federally funded parent and family engagement activities on an equitable basis.
 The private school is not required to provide space for federally funded services, nor is the
school district required to provide services at the private school facility.
 The school district must give thorough consideration and analysis of the preference by the private school regarding the provision of services; however, the public school district must make the final decision in respect to the services it will provide.
