	Breaks in between measures
	Allowing the student to take breaks between the administration of the measures (e.g., after complete administration of one measure and before administration of the next measure).

	Colored overlays, filters, or lighting adjustments

	Marker or ruler for tracking
	Allowing the student to use a tool for tracking lines.
