Course of Study

Definition:  The course of study is a multi-year description of coursework from the student’s current to anticipated exit year that is designed to help achieve the student’s desired post-school goal(s).
· Course of study is not the coursework required to attain a specific high school diploma

· The courses of study must align with the postsecondary goals.

· Course of study must be reviewed annually to ensure courses were passed, the student did not drop a course, or was not given access to a course.
Review the course of study to ensure it:
· Reflects an educational program and plan that specifies all courses and educational experiences from the first IEP to be in effect when the student turns 16, or younger if determined appropriate by the IEP team.

· Reflects the planning that relates to the student achieving their desired measurable postsecondary goals and helps them make a successful transition to post-school adult life.

· Reflects multiple years of classes and educational experiences, not just one year.

Example:  Look at the measurable PSGs in to check alignment with the course of study:
Postsecondary education and training goal: 18 months after graduation from high school, Dan will successfully complete Portland General Electric’s technical training courses in Tower Climbing, and Pole Climbing.
Employment: After successfully completing PG&E technical training courses, Dan will be a pole climber.

The following classes were included in Dan’s Course of Study to assist him reaching his post secondary goal of becoming a pole climber, based on the job description of the duties of the position.
