	Holly Reed Schindler (ODE) spoke about Formative Assessments that programs selected as CPS sites will be doing.  The assessments will occur in November, February and May. ODE has purchased five tool kits and the Child Behavior Rating Scale is available online.  ODE staff are working with Dan Smellow on how to report the data through ecWeb.
Bruce Sheppard (ODE) gave a brief summary of child outcomes feedback received during the Stakeholder’s meeting that occurred November 29, 2016.
Nancy Johnson-Dorn (ODE) spoke about the Legislative Concept (LC) that has moved forward to expand the developmental delay eligibility age range to age 8.  The LC is currently at the Governor’s Office.  It is up to the Governor if this LC moves forward or not. If the LC moves forward it will go through committees where testimony will be given.

	Preschool Promise (Gwyn Bachtle)


	Information and Discussion
	Gwyn Bachtle (ELD) spoke with the contractor’s about Preschool Promise. Questions were brought up regarding having a MOU with Preschool Promise programs. Gwyn will follow up with Lisa Grotting (David Douglas School District) and Neighborhood House Head Start. 
It was suggested to add Preschool Promise in the interagency agreements with Head Starts and OPK. 

Contractor’s indicated that transportation has also been an issue.  If Preschool Promise programs do not provide transportation then districts may be responsible to transport children with IFSPs.  Because of full-day kindergarten it makes it difficult to coordinate transportation with full day Preschool Promise at the same time. 

Gwyn spoke about House Bill 3380. The plan is to provide high quality preschool in a variety of settings to children who are three or four years old in a higher threshold of poverty level. Early Learning Hubs are the applicants for funding. To be eligible, programs must have a four or five star rating on the Quality Rating and Improvement System (QRIS) now called SPARK. Programs must also offer instructional hours that are the same as full-day Kindergarten and lead teachers must have a Bachelors degree and paid the minimum salary level set by the Early Learning Council.
Contractor’s asked if Preschool Promise had a policy regarding expulsions similar to that of Head Start.  There is currently not a policy however this is being reviewed.  The goal is to follow the policies similar to that of Head Start.  Curriculums are not set as a standard throughout the state.

	Nancy Johnson-Dorn (ODE) spoke about the 2017-2019 budgets. Current service level budget is based on 2015-2016 funding. The Governor’s Budget will be released December 1, 2016. Once it is released, the budget goes to the Legislature for their input. Nancy provided a handout that shows caseload growth for children receiving Early Intervention (EI) Early Childhood Special Education (ECSE) services. All programs are showing growth. The Governor’s Budget needs to be balanced, therefore there may be reductions. The final budget for the next biennium will not be known until May or June (last day of Legislative Session).

	Tami Prociw (InterMountain ESD) provided information to contractors regarding federal fingerprint requirements for contractors or employee of contractor who are within the EI/ECSE programs including childcare, Head Starts, and any state licensed early childcare settings. Fingerprinting needs to be completed every 5 years. Tami wanted to ensure all contractors are aware of this requirement. There is a fee of $150 but programs are being offered (for a limited time) a lesser fee of $35 per person. This handout was emailed to the contractors.

	Nancy Ford (SICC Adhoc) provided the group with an update regarding the last SICC meeting.  The committee had presentations from SACSE and EHDI.  The SICC committee also worked on their goals for the year.

	Dan Smellow (ecWeb) provided a handout regarding ecWeb updates. They have hired a support coordinator for ecWeb.
There have been discussions about how to report cross county children. Typically the residential county is the one reporting on the child. 

The group also discussed issues regarding transition to early intervention reporting on ecWeb. The contractors feel this would help with SPR&I.
On the action form in ecWeb; there is a section about actions based on evaluation procedures, tests, records or reports. Dan asked the group if this section should be improved by having it auto populate from evaluation consent form and what items should populate over. They also asked to have the ability to type in additional information in addition to populating from the evaluation consent form.
On the development page, they will look at ODE for guidance for this change.

On the IFSP meeting notice, some people are invited to attend.  Dan asked if there are specific people required to be invited to this meeting. Alan Garland (ODE) spoke about a recent case law about one person who plays the part of many roles.  It’s required for a person who has many roles to be addressed for each role they represent. 

Contractor’s asked for Pre-K transition to automatically invite a school district representative.  Autumn Belloni (LBL ESD) will send this request to Dan Smellow for an example.
Dan asked for contractor’s to send examples to him of how they would like to see this on the meeting notice page.
