	Follow-up and Contractor Recommendation
	· Alan Garland reminded the contractors that during the January meeting, there was discussion on how children were being counted for service across the state between the servicing counties and the resident counties. Dan Smellow (ecWeb) shared the current count of placed children with servicing and resident counties in different agencies as of March 16, 2015. There is a data inconsistency due to how children are being counted currently.
· Nancy Ford (NW Regional ESD), Carol Moore (Clackamas), and Nancy Anderson (David Douglas SD) handed out a presentation they created last month showing how they count within their districts. In their districts, the resident county counts the children, using a cross county agreement with the servicing county. Debbie McPheeters (LBL ESD) explained that her district’s agreement with Lane and Willamette is to essentially swap the child entirely, having the servicing county count the child, rather than the resident county for the child. A brief discussion ensued. 

· Nancy Johnson-Dorn requested having the current processes for each district documented. Contractors were asked to consider counting via servicing county across all districts and to bring thoughts to the next scheduled meeting in May. Dan Smellow will provide additional information about the current data problems at the May meeting.

· Through a discussion with ORMED, there have been a few changes made, including a reconciliation process and a way to correct and resubmit claims. Dan asked that any suggestions for ORMED development be sent to him.
· Dan asked the contractor’s to think about possibilities for another ecWeb administrative meeting.
· Bruce Sheppard explained that the consent received at the beginning of the IFSP evaluation should suffice for Medicaid.
