Holly (Education Specialist, ODE) spoke about Tier II training that was held at the Willamette Education Service District (WESD). Everyone who attended was required to have Tier I training.  School districts are starting to implement Collaborative Problem Solving (CPS) in their schools. There will be 9 programs at the end of the summer trained in CPS.

She explained what tele-intervention is and provided handouts with information about tele-intervention for children who are deaf or hard of hearing. Eleni spoke about the technology used, what the pros and cons are for using tele-interventions, and the OSEP Part C requirements; including privacy policies regarding using this technology. 	Kara Williams (PreK-3rd Grade Coordinator, ODE) spoke about the Oregon Early Learning Kindergarten Guidelines.  She provided the guidelines to the contractors group. Kara spoke about the history of how the learning standards for children age 3-K came to be. 
Kara Williams and Brett Walker (Early Learning Division) has been providing trainings around the state on these guidelines for the past year and has continued these trainings with printed copies to hand out. 
Kara briefly walked the group through the guidelines and the five domains: Approaches to Learning; Social-Emotional; Language & Communication; Literacy; Mathematics.

Carol (Clackamas ESD, Area 9) mentioned a statement in the “Dear Colleague” letter indicates that if the local education agency (LEA) decides that an inclusive preschool setting is what a child needs, the cost to provide that would be the responsibility of the program, not the child’s family.

Three applications were submitted to Governor Brown’s office for consideration for SICC membership.  There has been a delay with filling these positions due to changes within the Governor’s Office.  SICC members decided to check in with the Governor’s Office to discuss why membership has not been moved forward and expressed their concerns about how the SICC is having difficulty meeting quorum during most meetings.  After this meeting, two of the three applications were accepted.  Mindy sent a thank you note to the Governor’s Office, Judge Kemp, for moving on this so quickly after the members met with him. The SICC is still waiting for the third application to be approved.
