	· Nancy Anderson (David Douglas SD) provided updates regarding the Summer Institute. All classes are close to being full. They received approval from Portland State University and college credits will be available for these courses. · Nancy JD addressed questions regarding Medicaid billing. She asked if contractors are doing TCM billing for Medicaid. The group said that they are not.  They are unsure if Lane or Josephine County are still piloting this. Susan Graham (Douglas ESD) will check with Josephine County.

· Creative Curriculum for “Infants and Toddlers and Twos” was briefly discussed.  Laurie Danahy, former ODE Head Start specialist, had reached out to Nancy JD regarding this curriculum and thinks it is really good.  Carol Moore (Clackamas ESD) said they have purchased Creative Curriculum and will be having training on June 4th and 5th. She has invited anyone who is interested to attend this.  They have 4 or 5 spaces open. An email with this information was sent to the Contractors Group.
· Holly Reed Schindler (ODE) reminded the group that Service Area Plans (SAPs) are due June 12, 2015 and should be sent to their ODE liaisons. Most common questions for SAPs are around school breaks and LICC information. There is either not enough information or the information is confusing. The question was asked about what type of school breaks contractor’s should report.  ODE wants to know about three week breaks. Alan Garland (ODE) also talked about how the calendar coding can be confusing and requested for contractors to please make calendars clear.  Bruce Sheppard (ODE) also reminded the group to please send the SAPs as a word documents instead of as a PDF.

	· Nancy Johnson-Dorn (ODE) gave a brief summary on the State Systemic Improvement Plan (SSIP) that is required by the feds. There are three phases that are required. 

· Nancy walked the group through the Collaborative Problem Solving plan that ODE will be supporting.  Three teams have been indentified: Lane County; Willamette ESD, and David Douglas School District.    

· Nancy and the EI/ECSE team (Alan and Bruce) attended an SSIP Workshop hosted in Albuquerque, NM.  She talked about a presentation that included how to implement this as a whole “vertical slice” that includes all areas of the program such as ECSE classroom, home visiting, and others across programs. 
· Discretionary funds through EI/ECSE funds can be used for projects like this.  The inclusion project through teaching research is being repurposed for the CPS.

	Budget Update (Nancy JD)
	Information
	· There is speculation that ODE EI/ECSE will receive the 11.4 million from Legislature for the next year.  ODE looks at the rolling average numbers and uses these data to calculate the percentage of funds to be distributed to contractors. 
· If ODE EI/ECSE receives the additional requested 15 million, a small amount of money will be held back to be used for the SSIP.  Another small amount will be held back to be used for children who do not qualify for the program to connect them to services. 

· An inquiry was made regarding the rolling average that is used.  Nancy JD explained how the 12 months data are calculated to create a steady rolling average.  This evens out the highs and lows of monthly child count data so that programs are receiving funding to support the numbers of children they serve.
