Q. can we continue to operate until June 30th?
A. Yes. School Districts have the flexibility with their meal service operations. If you're operating Seamless Summer or Summer Food Service Program right now, you have those flexibilities with meal delivery options; grab-and-go and bus route deliveries until June 30th as it stands right now until we get additional guidance from USDA.

Q. How are cut days handled under these regulations? If our district cuts a day or more from the school calendar are the requirements to serve meals on those cut days also removed? 
A. If you can't provide school meals on those days that have been cut then you're not required to do that.
Q. In the presentation Shiloh Ficek, Newberg School District, mentioned their school district is serving fish sticks; how are they preparing them?
A.  We're preparing them hot, then we grab some to-go boxes that are microwavable, and place them inside the soft sided coolers. We found that keeping them hot this way, that they actually don't get too soggy. We’ve had a lot of success with preparing the food on sheet pans the night before and then cooking them 15-20 minutes before we assemble them and package them. 
Q. Based on current inventory and anticipated drops in attendance next year, can we reduce our current orders of USDA foods and convert those to DoD produce again?
A. We advise that you don't change anything at this moment because we anticipate further direction from USDA. 
Q. Can we transition to regular Seamless Summer Option service prior to June 30th, meaning that when our normally scheduled school year ends on June 12th, can we discontinue the bus service and just service at our normal SSO sites?
A.  Yes, that's correct. Whenever your school year ends you can transition into the normal summer operations whether that be the Summer Food Service Program or the Seamless Summer Option
Please note:  That it is important to continue maintaining social distancing requirements for your county could pose a challenge.
