Breakfast After the Bell (BAtB) Equipment List
The purpose of the Breakfast After the Bell Equipment Grant is to assist school districts with paying the costs they incur purchasing, repairing, renovating or upgrading necessary equipment required to provide breakfast after the beginning of the school day
OAR 581-051-0605 states, 
· “Equipment” means tangible personal property having a useful life of more than one year that is necessary and required to provide breakfast after the beginning of the school day.
· Acceptable BAtB Equipment claim does not include meal management software systems, disposable items, or structural repair.  
· May not charge administrative and indirect costs for this grant.
