* Tribes in Oregon have existed, on their own land, since
before Oregon was a state. They are sovereign Nations. This
means they have a right to make decisions about their own
land and people. Tribes have governments that take care of
their people. These governments provide different kinds of
services for their communities so that their people and lands
are healthy.
