If you are in the special education field you know that there is a lot of navigation that takes place for students and families to have success. We wanted to build a toolkit so parents and students can have a guide on what their rights are and where they can go for assistance. We are starting this work with Mini guides in the form of narratives that are for students that are engaging in the referral process and how we can support them.
