		3.1 	April Campbell 
Budget update: 25-27 OIE Budget has been a rollercoaster based on state and federal cuts this year. This month (October) we were notified that the AI/AN Student success Plan will be “Held-Harmless” at the Gov to Gov summit. We are still ironing out exactly what this entails.  At this time we are working on a spreadsheet that gives details for student success plan funding. At ODE all offices are being asked to do an exercise that cuts to the budget 2 – 14% given the circumstances of the federal budget, this is our current breakdown - the AI/AN SSP at approximately 5.6M and in green will be a 14% decrease of 2.7M.
Robin B: What was the feedback for this?
No feedback was provided for the cutback 
A new slide for SSP Dueling Funding Streams (CAT fund 2.7M and GF 2.8) Which will back fill losses in all SSP groups.  Our SSP calls for a total of 9.5M that include competitive and non-competitive grants (THSH, TAPP, Tribal Languages, Early Literacy, and SSP Implementation). 
Robin: This is only for grants not for staff? Will staff be affected?
Correct, this is only for funding that our office is putting out. As of now no staffing will be affected, we have done a few exercises as an agency to prep for impacts of 2% - 5% reduction. This exercise is due on November 3rd. 
Let me rephrase, no current staffing will be affected but they did reclassify our Early Literacy position at this time. 
If there is Advisory Committee members that want to participate in reviewing applications for grants we would love to have you, I would caution that if you are planning on applying or your workplace is applying you would not qualify for review. 
General Staffing Question for ODE: They are doing everything in their power to maintain everyone’s position. 
Are there any other impacts? – Yes, these impacts can reach us but there is just a lot of unknown at this point.

Robin: 
Quorum: Still reads as vague, if you don’t have quorum we cannot make decisions. We will need to make set aside language under the Decision Making Authority – How many make a quorum?
A quorum will consist of those in attendance at the meeting or do we say more than ½ of AI/AN Committee Members and in attendance at any given meeting? 
Proposed: A Quorum will consist of at least half of those currently seated Advisory Board members(or their alternates) that are in attendance at any scheduled meeting. Attendance may be in person or online. If a quorum does not exist  at a meeting, a vote on an issue  may be taken online of all currently seated members.

Roberts rule – we need majority to vote in members 
Table discussion for charter – We can post an online version of the proposal – Pass the charter with the exception of the quorum.
Angela: I just want to clarify - If we do pass the charter we will be back to majority rule and will need more attendees at the next meeting. I do accept this, I would just like to make this statement for future awareness
