A call in just
before the burn, notified the smoke, the permit gave the look see for safety, and all was well.  It was stopped, the
reason given was lack of man power.  I don't believe that, but OK.  However, now when a fire occurs you have a fire
load build up that is a problem, and you have no idea because you haven't been there in years.  No win win there! 
So some fixing on how you will operate and then how to integrate back with the community, like it used to be years
back.  Even trained with volunteers to certify they were able to prepare for wildland help.  Guess it must have been a
world somewhere else?
