Changes:
1.   Changed the back slash (“\”) to the forward slash (“/”) in the include statements.

2. Replaced the Common folder with the Common folder from the new StateBusinessPackageV2.2.  I don’t know if this folder contains the most current cross-tax program structures (ReturnHeader, FinancialTransaction, etc.), but I couldn’t find a general cross-tax program Common folder on the StateMeF website (they’re all contained within the individual tax programs).  Suggestion:  The StateMeF website should have a link to the most current Common folder containing the cross-tax program reusable components, independent of the individual tax programs. 
3. It appears that the IRS has dropped “ReturnIdType” from the efileTypes within the Common folder, which caused a validation error on the Motor Fuels schema.  I was using “ReturnIdType” as a base type for ReportID within the Motor Fuels schema (used as an optional unique identifier, generated by the Filer, for a particular Return).  I added “MFReportIDType” to the MoterFuelsefileTypes to replace it.  I’m surprised no one else has gotten an error with their schemas, unless TIGERS has decided to eliminate the use of this element or to use something else as its base.  Regardless, it’s disconcerting when base types disappear.
4. Changed the name MotorFuelsEnumerationFile to MotorFuelsEnumerations to match TIGERS naming standards.  
Additional Potential Change:
1. The Filer element within the MotorFuelsHeaderType contains an optional Signature element.  The new standard ReturnHeaderType now contains an optional SignatureOption element.  The format of the two signature elements is different, but it may be worth pursuing to see if Motor Fuels could make use of the standard SignatureOption instead of having its own.
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
