Long Logs, Poles and Piling

The following holidays have restrictions for combinations of vehicles hauling
long logs, poles and piling when over 105 feet in overall length.

Restricted from 2 p.m. Friday, May 22 until sunrise Tuesday, May 26.

Independence Day — Observed Friday, July 3, 2020
Restricted from 2 p.m. Thursday, July 2 until sunrise Monday, July 6.

Labor Day — Observed Monday, September 7, 2020
Restricted from 2 p.m. Friday, September 4 until sunrise Tuesday, September 8.

Thanksgiving — Observed Thursday and Friday, November 26-27, 2020
Restricted from Noon Wednesday, November 25 until sunrise Monday, November 30.

Christmas — Observed Friday, December 25, 2020
Restricted from 2 p.m. Thursday, December 24 until sunrise Monday, December 28.

New Year’'s Day 2021 — Observed Friday, January 1, 2021
Restricted from 2 p.m. Thursday, December 31 until sunrise Monday, January 4.
