I-5: Monument Dr.- North Grants Pass Improvements

Project Description Anticipated Benefits

Grind away old surface of I-5 and replace

pavement between Grants Pass (Exit 58) and Hugo
(Exit 66). Resurface shoulders and ramps. Increase
space for trucks to turn around at Exit 66
northbound off-ramp and southbound on-ramp.
Install new overhead lighting and signage , repair or

replace bridge driving surface and repair joints.

Purpose And Need

This section was last paved in 2009 and is showing
cracks and ruts in the roadway. If left in its current
condition, the damage could extend to the

underlying highway foundation, requiring a major,

expensive rebuilding of the section.

Proposed Solutions

Replace and upgrade asphalt pavement on
roadway, shoulders and ramps. Renovating the
turning radius at Exit 66 will give detouring trucks
more room to make the turn back to Grants Pass

during winter closures.

I-5 is the key north-south route along the West
Coast with some of the steepest passes on the

interstate system.

Improving the pavement conditions between Exit 58
and Exit 66 will give motorists a smooth and safe
driving surface and extend the life of the road. In
addition, the shoulder and ramp improvements will
give detouring trucks more room to safely make the
turn back to Grants Pass during winter closures at
this critical northbound interchange prior to the
steep summits to the north - Sexton, Smith and

Stage Passes.
