This committee will have 5 members, who must be at least 18 years of age. These members can be Tribal members or spouses that represent one of the following groups:
1. Low-to-moderate income, or a person from a low-to-moderate income household who uses Tribal or public transportation services.
2. Senior or elderly individual or an individual with a disability who uses public or Tribal transportation services.
3. Tribal government provider representatives.
4. Transit dependent users.
5. Educational, child care or social services providers.

Currently the Tribal Council is taking comments on the proposed bylaws for the Tribal Transportation Committee as well as letters of interest for those interested in being a member.
