	Description 

	Health Care Consumer
	A health care consumer is anyone who uses health care services, as well as their family members and caregivers. This includes people who have used health services in the past or who could potentially use services in the future.

	Patient Advocate
	A patient advocate is a health care consumer who, in a professional or volunteer role, provides advice on behalf of or works alongside health care consumers, with the overall aim of improving health care or patient outcomes. A patient advocate takes part in policy making or decision making on behalf of health care consumers. This may include people who work for an organization that formally advocates for patients. 

	Health Care Purchaser
	A health care purchaser is an individual or organization that purchases health care services on behalf of a group of people. Health care purchasers may include representatives of individual businesses who organize health insurance for their employees, employer coalitions, labor organizations, consumer groups, and government agencies. 

	Health Economics Expert
	Health economists apply economic theories to analyze and better understand the health care system and make recommendations for improvement. A health economics expert will have specific education in economic theories and methods, and specific experience using these theories and methods (for example, in academic research). 

	Health Policy Expert 
	A person who has comprehensive knowledge of the health care system and experience working with research or academic institutions, consulting firms, policy groups or community groups that focus on health care and government. OHA and DCBS staff are not eligible to participate on the Committee.
