As background, each of the county’s Local Advisory Committees is comprised of local and regional representatives and has a Liaison who sits on the IHN-CCO Community Advisory Council (CAC). Once the Issue Brief is received, if it is ready for the committee, the LAC Chair will schedule the Issue for discussion at an upcoming meeting. After discussion, the LAC will determine if the issue can be addressed at the county level or if it will be presented to the CAC for discussion. 
There are a range of actions that the LAC and the CAC can take such as community education, recommendations to staff or the IHN-CCO board or one of its committees, outreach to OHP members to gather more information, forming a subcommittee for further study, and others.
