Change Log for 2025 IIBHT Form Updates
Below is a brief overview of what has changed on the IIBHT enrollment and closure forms. Overall, our goals were to remove any unnecessary data points to reduce administrative burden and align our data collection with the new IIBHT OARs. A few data points have been added as well to help us answer some questions about the program, and we also updated response lists for some data points.

Enrollment Form:
· The form was reduced to 2 pages instead of 3
· Removed the following questions:
· Authorization date
· Age at intake
· Total household size
· Estimated total household income
· Has the youth ever been adopted?
· School status at time of enrollment
· Highest grade completed at IIBHT enrollment
· Is youth currently experiencing or do they have a history of suicidality or non-suicidal self-injury (NSSI)?
· Is youth currently experiencing or do they have a history of substance use?
· In the year prior to IIBHT enrollment, how many… Suicide attempts?
· Added the following questions:
· Preferred First Name
· Youth Email Address
· Youth Phone Number
· Parent/Caregiver First Name
· Parent/Caregiver Last Name
· Parent/Guardian Email Address
· Parent/Guardian Phone Number
· Does the youth have a known Intellectual or Developmental Disability?
· Who is the legal guardian?
· Removed the checkbox to indicate if the youth has been in IIBHT before
· Removed the detailed inpatient admissions section at the bottom of page 3 
· Replaced “If the primary language was not English…” questions with a new question called “If the primary language is not English, was the language need met?”
· Reduced the response list for “Referral Source.”
· Renamed the “Trauma history” question to “Does the youth have a trauma history?” and removed the detailed responses.
· Replaced the question asking about the number of mental/behavioral health ED visits and inpatient admissions in the year prior to IIBHT enrollment to only ask “In the last year, has the youth
· Been admitted to an acute or subacute psychiatric inpatient hospital or residential program?
· Been to the emergency department for behavioral health reasons?
· Updated the response list for “Diagnoses” and added the range of ICD-10 codes applicable for each response.
· [bookmark: _Hlk143606623]Updated "Presenting Referral Issue" question to align with the eligibility criteria in the IIBHT OARs.
· Reduced the response list for “Living Arrangement”
· Changed the location of some questions
Closure Form:
· Removed the following questions:
· Parent Email
· Enrollment date
· Age
· Did any of these events occur during the program?
· Did the youth and family attend the discharge meeting?
· Added the following questions:
· Which services did the youth receive from the IIBHT team while enrolled?
· Did the youth attempt suicide while in the program?
· Did the youth present or get admitted to any of the following settings while in the program?
· Was the discharge planned or unplanned?
· Did the youth change living locations while in IIBHT?
· Did the youth’s diagnoses change while in IIBHT?
· Renamed the question “What NON-IIBHT services/settings/systems did the youth access during IIBHT?” to “Was the youth involved in any of these services/settings/systems during the program?” and reduced the responses
· Removed the “Youth/family stable and not in need of services” response option from the “Reason for Closure” question
· Updated the response list for “What barriers prevented this youth from obtaining the recommended level of care at IIBHT closure?” to include “No barriers”
· Changed the location of some questions
