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Resources for tapering Oregon Health Plan (OHP) members
with chronic pain off prescription opioids

For patients with chronic pain from diagnoses of the back and spine, Guideline Note 60 of the current
Prioritized List of Health Services requires OHP providers to develop treatment plans to taper
patients off prescription opioids with a quit date no later than January 1, 2018.
B Treatment plans must include non-pharmacologic treatment strategies for managing the
patient’s pain.
B |f a patient has developed dependence and/or addiction related to their opioid use, treatment
is available on Line 4 of the Prioritized List (Substance Use Disorder). This includes
Medication-Assisted Treatment (MAT).

The Oregon Health Authority has developed this resource guide to help OHP providers and their
patients make this change.
