JUDGMENT UPON FINDING OF GUILTY EXCEPT FOR INSANITY AND PLACEMENT UNDER THE SUPERINTENDENT OF THE OREGON STATE HOSPITAL

THE COURT HEREBY FINDS: 


That the defendant,

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED AND ADJUDGED that the defendant be, and he/she hereby is, committed to the custody of the state mental hospital designated by the Oregon Health Authority and that the 


 County Sheriff shall transport said defendant to said hospital without unreasonable delay.  
(This total period of commitment may not exceed the maximum sentence provided by statute for the crime for which the person was found guilty except for insanity.  Sentences for more than one charge are to be served concurrently/consecutively.  Defendant shall be given credit for time spent in jail prior to GEI adjudication).
