ORDER FOR HOSPITAL LEVEL OF CARE EVALUATION 





THIS MATTER having come before the court on _______ (date) based on Defendant’s fitness to proceed as described in ORS 161.370, and the notice to the court by the Community Mental Health Program (CMHP) of the determination that the community restoration services that would mitigate any risk posed by Defendant are present and available in the community, the court orders that the Oregon State Hospital (OSH) consult with Defendant to determine whether a hospital level of care is necessary to safely restore Defendant’s fitness to proceed.  

OSH shall complete and submit a hospital level of care evaluation within 5 judicial days of receipt of this Order. OSH shall evaluate the defendant to determine whether a hospital level of care is no longer necessary due to present public safety concerns, or no longer necessary due to the acuity of symptoms of Defendant’s qualifying mental disorder and provide the court and the parties with recommendations from the evaluation.
