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Colorectal cancer is the second most deadly form of cancer. But it doesn’t have to be. 

Screening is recommended for everyone over age 50, to prevent the cancer or catch it early when it’s highly treatable. 

There are several reliable screening options. Most insurance plans cover 100% of the cost of screening with no co-pays or deductibles. Even without insurance, there are low cost, reliable options. Ask your doctor what’s right for you.  

People are most likely to get screened if they’re encouraged by someone they know and trust. So, if you’ve been screened, talk about your experience and encourage people in your life to get screened too.
