Tobacco Policy

 

The Sherman County Fairgrounds are designated tobacco-free. For the purposes of this policy, "tobacco" is defined to include any lighted or unlighted cigarette, cigar, pipe, and any other smoking product, spit tobacco, also known as smokeless, dip, chew, snuff, in any form.

Signs will be clearly posted at each entrance indicating that no tobacco use is permitted on the premises of the Sherman County Fair Grounds.

The tobacco policy applies to all persons at all times while on the grounds of the Sherman County Fair Grounds. 

Persons who are repeatedly caught using tobacco products on the Sherman County Fair Grounds and reminded of the tobacco policy may be issued a trespassing citation.
