After reviewing the form, we have determined that your groundwater system provides at least 4-log treatment of viruses (99.99 % removal and/or inactivation using chlorination and adequate contact time). Therefore, your water system will conduct Compliance Monitoring beginning [insert date].  The requirements for Compliance Monitoring include:

· Measuring the chlorine concentration at the entry point daily during peak flow conditions if 3300 or fewer persons are served, or continuously if greater than 3300 people are served;
