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INTRODUCTION

The 2006 Oregon Licensed Facilities Report provides statewide licensing and inspection in-
formation for all food service establishments, public pools, public spas and tourist accom-
modations. Each local public health authority provides their data annually to the Depart-
ment of Human Services’ (DHS) Food, Pool & Lodging Health and Safety Section for this
report. Counties that did not submit data show information pulled directly from the state-

wide inspection software.

Data regarding standardized county staff and CPO-equivalent certifications is from the DHS
database only. Some counties may have taken their pool operator courses from a private
contractor.

This year’s report has been drastically changed to a more user-friendly format with a page
per county instead of the pages of Excel charts included historically. The raw data in the
previous format are included in the annex of this report. It is also available online at: www.
