Dear Parent/Guardian:
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We are contacting you because our program received a blood lead test for your child that was at or above 3.5 µg/dL (micrograms per deciliter). Since the blood tested was from a finger poke (capillary blood), we recommend having a follow-up test performed in order to confirm your child's blood lead level. A venous blood test rather than a capillary test is recommended because it is more accurate.
Please speak to your healthcare provider about getting this follow-up test performed as soon as possible. If you have already had a follow-up test performed, you can ignore this letter.
Exposure to lead can seriously harm a child’s health and cause adverse effects. If you want more information about the health effects of lead exposure, visit:
