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Reproductive Health Program

The Reproductive

Health Program and its network

of clinics provide services to individuals
regardless of their race, color, national origin,
sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, age,
disability or immigration status.

Who might qualify?

- People who do not qualify for full Oregon
Health Plan (OHP) benefits

- People who qualify for
emergency insurance

- Immigrant community members
- Youth and men

- People whose health insurance may not
cover all reproductive health services

- LGBQ and transgender
community members

- People who meet income limits

To find out if you qualify go to a clinic.

What services are available?
All services are voluntary and confidential.
- Birth control and condoms

- Emergency contraception, like Plan B

- Screenings for sexually
transmitted infections

- Pregnancy testing
- Tubals and vasectomies

- Well-woman visit to prevent
health problems

- Abortion

Where can you get
these services?

To make an appointment at one of our clinics
for services:

- Dial 211 or text HEALTH to 898211 to find
your closest clinic.

Do you need to pay?

- Most services will be free at clinics
within our clinic network.

- Clinic staff should tell you up front if there
is a charge.

Other coverage options for

immigrant communities:

- Full OHP coverage for women enrolled in
CAWEM+ for 60 days after giving birth or
pregnancy ends.

- Full OHP coverage for children and
teens younger than 19. Visit
