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RHAF Revised Enrolilment Form

We are publishing a revised RHAF Enrollment Form for RHCare, CCare, and
AbortionCare clinics to start using March 9, 2026. The revised form only has a few
changes, but they reflect how our policies have changed over the past few years.
Changes to the form include:

e Removing the question about reproductive capacity,
e Adding answer option “Don’t want to answer” to the immigration question, and
e Rearranging some of the questions to increase client privacy.

All client enroliment tools and trainings will be updated online by March 9, and all
clinics will receive a packet of forms to get them started. The Eligibility Database will
also be updated to reflect the new format of the form.

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Webinar Series: Billing & Coding for RH Program Clinics

The Oregon RH Team is excited to partner with the RHNTC and Ann Finn, a billing &
coding subject matter expert, in a three part virtual training on billing and coding issues
on March 11, 18, and 25. If you and/or your team are struggling with billing and coding
or want a refresher, these sessions are for you! See the descriptions below for each
session.

Session 1 (Wednesday 3/11/26): This session outlines strategies that agencies
can implement prior to patient visits to support strong financial practices; this
includes a discussion of scripts for front desk staff, reasonable efforts to verify
income, and key performance indicators to monitor.

Session 2 (Wednesday 3/18/26): This session details medical billing & coding
strategies for RH visits; topics discussed include common codes used to capture
visits including E/M medical visits coding using medical decision making and time
options applying updated guidelines, diagnosis Z30- codes, and common billing
modifiers.

Session 3 (Wednesday 3/25/26): This session builds off the content in the first
two sessions in a discussion of back-end financial management practices; this
includes a dive into revenue management including dealing with claim denials &
talking with payers as well as key performance indicators to monitor.
