The Clackamas County Public Health Division is seeking a student Marketing Specialist to lead a campaign for the 
2016-2017 school year to promote the School Based Health Center.  The goal is to increase the number of 
students who receive care at the School Based Health Center (SBHC).  This position will work with a team of 
students to develop and implement a variety of marketing strategies to promote the SBHC. The Marketing 
Specialist will collaborate with SBHC and school staff and report to a Clackamas County Public Health Program 
Planner. This position is funded by the Oregon Health Authority through the end of the school year (June 2017).   
It’s anticipated that most will occur at Sandy High School with occasional meetings at businesses around the 
school district.  The Marketing Specialist may work on the campaign at home as needed.

 Recruiting a diverse team to implement a variety of marketing strategies throughout the year 

 Engaging students to develop a marketing plan that could include but is not limited to creating ads and 
videos for social media; printing materials; implementing health campaigns; making presentations; and 
talking with decision makers.
