PCPCH Standards Advisory Committee Update 

 Since June 2015 the PCPCH Standards Advisory Committee has been meeting monthly to 
discuss revisions to the PCPCH model that will further advance health system transformation 
efforts in Oregon. This work is nearly complete, and for the remaining meetings the committee 
will turn its attention to developing recommendations on standards for integration of primary 
physical health care in sites where the main focus is delivery of behavioral health care 
services. Committee meetings are open to the public. The next meeting is September 25 in 
Portland.

 The Oregon Health Authority (OHA) is focused on developing a strategy to support integrated 
care and services by enabling the electronic sharing of behavioral health information between 
providers. In February 2015, the Behavioral Health Information Sharing Advisory Group 
Advisory Group distributed a survey to providers throughout the state of Oregon. The survey
