GUIDELINES FOR SECTION 3 NARRATIVE

(SECTION 3 OF THE HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT ACT OF 1968)

Section 3 requires HOME recipients to direct jobs, training, and contracting opportunities to businesses owned by or employing low and very low income residents. HOME recipients will be required to keep records and provide reports on their Section 3 efforts.  To the greatest extent feasible sponsors must ensure that:

· Economic opportunities are provided to low and very low income persons residing in the targeted geographical areas in which HUD assistance takes place.  This is implemented by hiring low and very low income persons to work on projects that are funded with HOME funds.

· Local businesses are given preference in the solicitation of services and construction work needed to complete the HOME-assisted project.

· If there are training programs within the geographical area, the sponsor should endeavor to encourage those programs to train lower income residents for jobs that would be generated as a result of the HOME assistance.
