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OLCC Commissioners deny rule changes to establish limitations for outdoor areas 

and place restrictions on 11 businesses on Hayden Island 
 

PORTLAND, Ore. – At their monthly meeting April 25 and 26, the Commissioners of the Oregon Liquor Control 
Commission denied the rule proposals that would have limited alcohol service and amplified music at outdoor 
areas.  
 
OLCC Commissioners voted to place the following restrictions on the 11 businesses in Hayden Island listed 
below. 
Restrictions: 

1) When a premises is open to the public, and between 2:00 p.m. and close, licensee shall have at 
least two staff on duty and on the premises.  At least one of the staff will be DPSST-certified.  This 
staff member's primary duties will be monitoring inside and outside the premises for illegal 
activity.  This person may patrol the areas adjacent to or outside the premises, including the parking 
lot. 

2) When the premises is open to the public, and between 2:00 p.m. and close, licensee will ensure 
that the areas adjacent to or outside the premises, including the parking lot, are patrolled at least 
every 15 minutes by at least one DPSST-certified security person to discourage loitering and illegal 
activity.  Licensee will ensure that any violent or illegal activity observed within or outside the 
premises is immediately reported to the Portland police. 

3) Licensee will ask the Commission to remove or modify the restrictions in December 2014 under the 
process in OAR 845-005-0355(6).

Tide's Inn, 346 N. 4th Street, Reedsport, will pay a fine of $1,485 or serve a nine-day liquor license 
suspension for permitting disorderly activity on the licensed premises when the licensee harassed, 
threatened and physically harmed another person.
