– The Oregon Liquor Control Commission reminds customers that 
liquor stores in Oregon have the option to open on Memorial Day; Monday, May 27, 2013.    
 
State law provides that liquor store owners have the discretion to be open or closed on 
Sundays and holidays.  Memorial Day is one of the nine state holidays defined by state 
law.
