DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Serves as the a Flight Surgeon for the 173d Medical Group, Kingsley Field ANGB, Oregon. Advises the
Medical Group Commander, Wing Commander, and senior leadership on all aerospace medicine,
occupational health, human performance, and operational medical readiness matters affecting the 173d
Fighter Wing. Leads a medical team of 65 authorizations supporting more than 1,100 personnel in a TFI
environment with approximately 100 active duty members from the 550th Fighter Squadron embedded in
the Guard. Oversees the Flight and Operational Medicine Clinic, ensuring compliance with AFI 48-123 and
other governing directives in the execution of flying class physicals, special duty medical evaluations, and
occupational health programs. Leads aeromedical consultation, waiver management, and coordination with

MAJCOM/SGP and AFMSA authorities.




Oversees occupational and environmental health programs in partnership with Bioenvironmental
Engineering. Serves as medical advisor for aviation mishap investigations and directs aeromedical support
for operational missions, deployments, and domestic response operations. Supervises assigned medical
officers, physician assistants, and support personnel, ensuring readiness, inspection compliance, and mission
success in support of the wing’s premier fighter pilot training operations and future transition to the F-35A.

Education. For entry into this specialty, it is mandatory to possess a Doctor of Medicine (MD) degree or a
doctor of osteopathy (DO) degree from an approved school of medicine or osteopathy.

Training. The following are mandatory as indicated:

3.3.1. For entry and award of AFSC 48R1, completion of a residency (other than the USAFSAM Residency in
Aerospace Medicine) at a residency training program acceptable to the Surgeon General, HQ USAF.

3.3.2. Completion of the primary course in aerospace medicine IAW AFI 48-149, Flight and Operational
Medicine Program (FOMP)

as outlined in Initial Qualification Training (IQT).

Experience. The following experience is required for award of the AFSC indicated:

3.4.1. For award of AFSC 48R3X, completion of suffix-specific residency acceptable to the Surgeon General
and completion of Mission Qualification Training (MQT) as a 48R1X duty AFSC while performing the work
typical of a base level flight surgeon and designated Fully Mission Capable (FMC) IAW AFI 48-149 as
outlined in MQT.

3.5. Other. For award if AFSC 48R3/4X the following qualifications are mandatory as indicated:
