DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

This position is assigned to the Joint Force Headquarters of the Oregon National Guard. The SAS serves as a
consultant to the ATAG and, by extension, to the TAG for all medical issues relating to the force health of the
state’s air militia as well as domestic all-hazard and public health operations. The SAS also acts as the liaison
between NGB/SG and all ANG medical units within the state and oversees all ANG medical and
aeromedical programs within the State. The SAS plays an important part in nominating members of the
medical organization throughout the State for awards, decorations and promotions. Further, He/She advises
State Headquarters and Line Commanders as well as Guard Medical Units (GMUs) and the Squadron
Medical Element (SME) on ANG medical, psychological and health promotion programs. The SAS is also a
valued member of the Joint Prevention Integration Council Overall which oversees readiness and
organizational performance of installation personnel at tactical, operational and strategic levels to ensure a
ready and resilient force. In addition, the SAS ensures that support agreements are formally established
between host GMU and SME, or other unique geographically-separated units, that may have medical




providers or service members who perform duty or require preventive services from ANG medical facilities.
The SAS also serves as the ANG medical representative supporting the State Partnership Program (SPP)
and/or appoints another senior medical leader from within the state to fill this role. This individual also
serves the point contact at State Headquarters regarding ANG medical capabilities related to Homeland
Response and medical support to civil authorities and holds an appointment (after completion of training) as
the State’s Public Health Emergency Officer (PHEO). Finally, the SAS acts as the Senior Reviewer for all
PEPP and AIMWTS cases (aeromedical dispositions and fitness for duty determinations) and is the
Certification and/or Waiver Authority for case types identified on the NGB/SG Delegation of Certification
and Waiver Authority Letter.

Other Requirements:

1. Hold the aeronautical rating of AF Flight Surgeon (FS)

2. Broad experiences as medical officer including those as an operational FS and senior leadership experience
(e.g. SGP or CC) within the MDG

3. Eligibility to serve at least two years in the position and will be appointed for four years

4. Appointed to the position of SAS by the Adjutant General of the State (TAG)

5. Failure of the SAS to obtain privileges or to be granted waiver/ certification authority within 180 days of
appointment by the NGB/SG shall disqualify the candidate from serving in the position of SAS. (ANGI
40-102,1.12.)

6. SAS Course must be accomplished within 180 days of appointment (ANGI 40-102, 2.2.)

7. O-5 immediately promotable to O-6 (PME and TIG eligible)
